“I was going up the inside of the Polo, to turn onto the pit straight. It appeared the driver of the Polo had seen me, I then got hit on the rear right wheel, which sent myself and the Polo into the kitty litter at which point, the Polo went over the top of me and hit the top of my roll bar.  It happened so fast, I didn’t see much except the Polo sump just in front of my head.  The lady driver of the Polo was knocked unconscious in the accident, but thankfully, she now appears to be OK.

The other driver’s name is Linda (Henning) who was driving the VW Polo (B9 SH) and I heard from Gerrit that she was at the track on Sunday morning, although a bit sore, but no serious damage.”
